2010 Southwest Formula Mazda Series Rules

A.
The Southwest Formula Mazda Series will be run in the standard Formula Mazda car.  The registration fee is $250.00/season.

B.
The Southwest Formula Mazda Series rules will be for the most part the current SCCA General Competition Rules and Formula Car Specifications - except for the spec tire rule and a few other minor items outlined below.

C.
Each competitor should purchase the current SCCA General Competition Rules and Specifications.  These can be purchased online at www.scca.org or from your local region at any SCCA event.   Be sure you are familiar with the current SCCA rules including the tech bulletins published in Fastrack which is distributed as an insert to the SCCA Sportscar magazine that all SCCA members receive.   Remember, the general rule is – if it doesn’t say you can – you can’t.  

D.
The spec tires for the Series will be the Goodyear 430 Compound Front #1026 (20x7x13) and Rear #1027 (22x9x13).  Spec Rain Tires will be the Goodyear FC or FM Rain tires.  Spec tires can not be modified or grooved.

E.
As stated in the SCCA Rules, FM’s must start each race on the same set of tires used in qualifying for that race. In an effort to cut driver’s cost, this will NOT be applicable at the COMMA Hallett event.  At this event, drivers may qualify and race on different tires.  However, they must be the Goodyear Spec 430 compound #1026 and #1027’s.   Rain tires may be substituted at any time at driver’s discretion.  

F.
Series car numbers will be your SCCA Divisional number.  

G.
Texas Autosports may add, clarify, or change the rules as needed at any time.

H.
Points are awarded in the Series based on the finishing order of each race, counting only the Series Competitors starting each event.  Series competitors need only take the “green flag” to earn series points.  They are not required to finish ½ the race (as done by SCCA).  The Top Twenty drivers are credited points for each race as follows:

I.
The Series schedule includes 13 races qualifying for Series points.   Drivers will drop their worse 2 finishes.  If any listed races are canceled for any reason, substitute dates will be established if possible.  Year-end awards will be presented following the last race of the Series.  
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J. Year end “ties” in points will be determined by highest finishing race positions.                                                                                                                                 

K. To qualify for championship points and year-end prizes, drivers must register with the Southwest Formula Mazda Series and have “paid-up” accounts with Texas Autosports, Inc.  Cars must also display the decals required by the Series in addition to the decals required by any of the race sanctioning organizations (i.e. SCCA, COMMA).  Required decals must be in colors contrasting with the paint scheme on the car and be easily visible.

L. In addition to the cash and prizes awarded the Top Finishers in points, the following will also be presented:

1. Masters Champion (45 yrs or older) – prize to be determined.  (To qualify as a master, driver must turn 45 prior to first series race).

2. Rookie of the Year – Rookie of the Year is awarded to the driver with the most points at the end of the season – who qualified as a “Rookie” at the start of the season.  To qualify for Rookie of the Year, at the start of the season, the driver must NOT have started more than (3) Star Formula Mazda Series Races (includes W, SE, NE, NW, SW, Central, and Pro) and/or not started more than five (5) SCCA National races in a Formula Mazda. Race participation is cumulative from season to season in

     determining Rookie eligibility.

M.
It is the goal of this Series to provide fun, safe, and exciting racing.  However, over-


aggressive driving, unsafe driving and excessive contact will not be tolerated.  Penalties


will be determined on a “case by case” basis.    

Note:  Rev Chips will change over time.  SCCA will check rev chip settings periodically and disqualify a racer if setting is above the limit specified in the SCCA rules.  To insure that your setting is legal, you can borrow or buy a Rev Chip Checker from Texas Autosports.

           Also, if you do not buy your race fuel at the track, you need to have SCCA check your fuel to insure that it complies with the SCCA Fuel specifications.  Some pump fuel purchased in metropolitan areas does not pass because of pollution additives.
